CALENDAR

Eligibility
All current members of the Hunterdon Art Museum are invited to submit up to five
images of work completed in the last five years,and not previously exhibited at
the Museum. Two-dimensional work must not exceed 72 inches in height or width,
including frames. Three-dimensional work may not weigh more than 50 pounds, or
measure more than 72 inches in height or 30 inches in width or depth. Those who
are not current members may join when applying to the exhibition. Accepted work
cannot be substituted and must be available for the duration of the exhibition.

Entry Fee

A non-refundable fee of $40 is required of all participants to submit three images
of artwork. Two additional images may be submitted at a cost of $10 per image.
Entry fees are necessary to cover the cost of organizing the exhibition.
